 The PHD project is 4 studies: 

1. Quantitative mapping of near 
misses and accidents in 
secondary school 

 

2. Qualitative in depth interview 
focusing on teachers’ thoughts 
about safety and risk in their 
outdoor education and teaching 

 

3. Qualitative focus group 
interviews focusing on the safety 
culture in the schools.  

 

4. Qualitative in-depth interviews 
with school leaders focusing on 
leadership, safety culture and 
resources 

 



Background 
 No overview of accidents in outdoor education in Norwegian schools 

(Nastad, 2000) 

 

 More risky outdoor education activities in school and leisure today? 

 

 Aims related to security and injury prevention in schools with an 
outdoor education has long been focused on internationally (Baillie, 
2006; Brown, 2006; Zinc, 2004; Nichols, 2000). 

 

 NAV reported 35.000 injuries to school students in Norway  in 2009 

 

 Earlier empirical findings?

Schools: N=105

Methods challenges: 
 To get a broad population 

 

 To get the teachers to answer when they are anonymous, 
impossible to call or email them. 

 

 There are no detailed documents telling the teachers how 
to teach and what to teach, just some semi-structured 
frames and learning goals. 

 

 Is it possible to compare: 

  1 out of 10 answers with 4 out of 6 answers?
